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Troubleshooting guide for common product tracker issues: If formulas return errors, check for text-formatted numbers or missing references. If sorting produces unexpected results, verify that all data in the sort column uses the same format. If filter results seem incomplete, ensure there are no blank rows within your data range. If file performance degrades, consider splitting a very large purchasing sheet into multiple linked files or removing unused formatting. These solutions address the majority of technical problems that Kakobuy users encounter with their inventory sheet.

The difference between a basic and an advanced kakobuy spreadsheet lies in the analytical capabilities built into the file. While a basic kakobuy spreadsheet simply records Kakobuy order data, an advanced version includes pivot tables for trend analysis, charts for visual reporting, and lookup formulas that cross-reference product information across multiple sheets. Investing time in upgrading your logistics tracker with these features provides deeper insights into your purchasing patterns and helps identify opportunities for cost savings and process improvements that are not visible in raw data alone.
