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Data security considerations for your workbook should not be overlooked. Your tracking sheet contains commercially sensitive information including supplier details, pricing strategies, and customer order patterns. Implement access controls to limit who can view or edit different sections of your tracking file. Avoid storing passwords or payment credentials directly in the file. Use encrypted connections when sharing your data tracker externally, and maintain separate versions for internal use versus sharing with external partners such as accountants or logistics providers.
